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Abstract : CUBA should provide CBA with the talents it needs- But after ten —year education and training,few basketball
players become the members of CBA and fewer of them take up sports as their professions- This paper analyzes the system

of cultivating talents and investigates the factors which restrict universities providing CBA with sports talents-
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
